ear me and understand well, my son the least, that
nothing should frighten or grieve you. Let not your
heart be disturbed. Do not fear that sickness, nor
any other sickness or anguish. Am I not here, who is your
Mother? Are you not under my protection? Am I not your
health? Are you not happily within my fold? What else do
you wish? Do not grieve nor be disturbed by anything."”
~ Our Lady to Juan Diego

In the winter of 1531, a poor, 57-year-old Nahuatl In-
dian living five miles outside of Mexico City encounte-
red a miraculous happening on his way to morning
Mass. First he heard strange music coming from Tepeyac
Hill, and then he heard a woman's voice calling his name.
Juan Diego climbed the hill and encounte-
red a young woman, appearing to be of his
own people in physical appearance and
dress. The woman identified herself as the
Virgin Mary, and told Juan Diego to ask
the bishop of Mexico City to build a
church on the hill to assist in the conver-
sion of the nation and be a source of con-
solation to the people.

Juan Diego obeyed the request, but the
bishop was skeptical regarding the mes-
sage, even though he perceived that
Juan was a humble, and well meaning
Catholic. Juan reported the bishop's doubt
to Our Lady at Tepeyac Hill, and she as-
ked him to return to the bishop once again,
bearing the same message. The bishop
once again heard the story, and told Juan
Diego to ask Our Lady for a sign that it
was indeed herself that wished for the church to be built.

When he returned to the hill, Mary gave Juan Diego such
a sign. Miraculously, roses appeared on the hill in the middle
of winter, and Juan gathered them in his tilma, or cloak. Our
Lady arranged the roses in his tilma with her own hands, and
Juan returned to the bishop's presence. When Juan released
the tilma, allowing the flowers to fall to the floor, it was re-
vealed that a miraculous image of Our Lady had imprinted
itself on his tilma.

The bishop immediately fell to his knees, and came to be-
lieve in Juan Diego's message. A church was built on the
spot of the apparition, as Mary had requested, and 8 million
people converted to Catholicism in a short period of time
upon hearing of or viewing the miraculous image of Our La-
dy.

The tilma of Juan Diego has been the subject of much
modern research. The tilma, woven out of coarse cactus
fiber, should have disintegrated after 20 years, but alt-
hough over 500 years have passed the tilma is still in perfect
condition. The pupils of Mary in the picture reflect the In-
dians and clergy present at the time of the first revelation of
the image. No paint was used, and chemical analysis has not
been able to identify the color imprint. Additionally, studies
have revealed that the stars on Mary's mantle match exactly
what a Mexican would have seen in the sky in December of
1531. (source: http.//www.catholicculture.org)

dio nahuatl de 57 aifios llamado Juan Diego, iba

muy de madrugada del pueblo en que residia a la
ciudad de México para asistir a sus clases de catecismo y
oir la Santa Misa. Al llegar junto al cerro llamado Tepeyac
amanecia, y escuché una hermosisima musica y luego una
voz que lo llamaba por su nombre. El subid a la cumbre y
vi6 a una sefiora de sobrehumana belleza, cuyo vestido era
brillante como el sol. La sefiora, con palabras muy amables y
atentas le dijo: “Juanito, el mas pequefio de mis hijos, yo soy la
siempre Virgen Maria, Madre del verdadero Dios por quien se
vive. Deseo vivamente que se me costruya aqui un templo,
para en el mostrar y prodigar todo mi amor, compasion, auxilio
y defensa a todos los moradores de esta tierra y a todos los que
me invoquen y en mi confien. Ve donde el sefior obispo y dile
que deseo un templo en este llano. Anda y
pon en ello todo tu esfuerzo.”

M n sabado de 1531 a principios de diciembre, un in-

Juan Diego obedecio este mandato, pero el
sefior obispo por supuesto que no podia
iniciar la gigantesca tarea de construir un
templo en despoblado asi nomas, incluso
cuando percibio que Juan Diego hablaba
con la verdad. De regreso a su pueblo Juan
Diego se encontrd de nuevo con la Virgen
Maria y le explico lo ocurrido. La Virgen le
pidid que al dia siguiente regresara con el
seflor obispo y le repitiera el mensaje. Esa
vez, luego de oir a Juan Diego, el sefior obis-
po Zumarraga respondi6 que la Sefiora debe-
ria enviarle una sefial que probara que era la
Madre de Dios y que su voluntad era le
hicieran un templo.

Regresé otra vez Juan Diego a dar la res-
puesta del seiior obispo, y la Virgen Maria le dijo que re-
gresara al dia siguiente a ese mismo lugar para darle la
prueba pedida. Pero Juan Diego no pudo volver porque su tio
Juan Bernardino estaba muy enfermo. La madrugada del 12 de
diciembre Juan Diego marchoé a toda prisa para conseguir un
sacerdote porque su tio estaba muriendo. Prefirié tomar otro
camino para no encontrarse con la Virgen y entretenerse, mas
Santa Maria le salié al encuentro. Juan Diego avergonzado
explico lo que ocurria.

La Virgen Maria le afirmé que no se preocupara porque su
tio ya estaba sano, “es nada lo que te aflige...” y le mandé
que subiera a la cima del Tepeyac a cortar rosas de Castilla
frescas que serian la sefial para el obispo. Juan Diego cortd
cuantas rosas pudo y las puso en su tilma para salir corriendo a
la casa del sefior obispo.

Una vez ante monseiior Zumarraga, Juan Diego solté su
tilma y al caer las rosas dejaron ver la imagen de la hermo-
sa sefiora. El sefor obispo cayo de rodillas venerando la ima-
gen, luego la tomo para llevarla a la iglesia mayor mientras
construia una ermita en el lugar donde le indicara la Virgen a
Juan Diego. Desde entonces Santa Maria de Guadalupe esta en
el Tepeyac. El Papa san Pio X la proclam6 “Patrona de toda
América Latina”. El Papa Pio XI la nombro “Patrona de las
Américas” y el Papa Pio XII la declar6 “Emperatriz de las
Américas y de las Islas Filipinas.” Su Santidad Juan XXIII la
nombré “Misionera Celeste del Nuevo Mundo.”
